GENTLEMEN,

In presenting a Supplemental Report, (p. 5.)
prepared at the request of the Committee, I have
thought it advisable to embody also a copy of my
Report submitted and approved on the 22nd August,
1905. In continuation of that Report, I have made
further investigations on the subject, and submit them
for your consideration ; but as it now suggests itself to
me to be purely a question for a legal opinion, the
time has, I think, arrived when the Council or Com-
mittee should be fully advised in the matter.

TReport.

T a Meeting of the Town Council on Ist August, 1905, it-was Council
Resolved on the motion of Mr. Alderman Carhart, that the Meeting, 1st
Charters having reference to the Burgesses' right of fishing in the 4ugust; 1905
River Camel be referred to the General Purposes Committee, to
consider the matter generally, and report to the Council what rights,
if any, are contained therein.
